	The school employs a Learning Support Assistant whose primary role is to ensure the curriculum is fully inclusive for all learners, including those eligible for Free School Meals (FSM). She works closely with small groups of pupils, focusing on specific learning targets and monitoring the progress of those with additional learning needs.
In addition, the school has two Emotional Literacy Support Assistant (ELSA) who provides targeted emotional support to pupils in need. The school also offers financial assistance to help cover the cost of educational visits, ensuring all pupils can participate.
